 The Kitchen Incubator Staff Makes Appropriate Matches:  Candidates conforming to 
your parameters are put in contact with you according to your preferred means ($50, one 
time per successful renter match). 

 Website Hosting:  You may choose to simply list your information on the Kitchen’s 
website and renters and/or sharers will contact you directly ($30/mo. hosting)
